	Students will be able to understand how to recall relevant information.

	Lesson Objective
	Students will be able to identify and describe how to recall information from experiences. (Bloom's Level - Understanding)

	Essential Question(s) 
	How do you gather relevant information from a person story? (Bloom’s Level – Analyzing) 

	Vocabulary
	Life Story, Event, Crisis, Timeline and Key Points

	Assessment and Criteria
	Write on an exit ticket one event from the story that was told in class. 

Details about the event. What lead up or happen after the event. Minimum of two sentences is required. 

	Furniture/Materials/Technology Set-up 
	HGSS Journal. Pictures of my grandfather and letters from my grandfather. One big picture of my grandfather to display at the front of the room. 

Desk will be in a group setting of 4 desks. Story passage on the board and read along with the class. It will stop to ask questions that go along with the passage. 

Exit ticket forms.

	Beginning
	3 minutes
	The teacher will set up on picture of her grandfather who is wearing a uniform and letters that he wrote during the war. The teacher will set up the situation of asking “Who is this person?” Students will shout out answers of who it could be.  “Well today, you will learn who this person is from hearing a story and gather information.”

	Middle 
	~40 minutes
	The teacher will start telling the story, “This person is very close to me. He was born in 1931 in New York but ended up in Kansas after serving his time in the Air Force.” The teacher will ask, “WHERE WAS HE BORN?” Student will ask “New York.” The teacher continues on “This man served in the Air Force as the person that loads the bombs up. He would put the bombs on planes that would go over a war. In 1953, this man married the love of life and had 3 children, two sons and one daughter. Due to be being a part of the Air Force, this man and his family had to move around. They moved 5 times before finding his forever place in Wichita, Kansas. He built a house for family to live in for generations.”  The teacher will ask “HOW MANY TIMES DID THIS MAN MOVE?” Continue on, “While serving in the military, he was sent overseas during the Korean and Vietnam War. He wrote letters back home to his wife and children. His children loved when they got letters from their father because they would write back really quickly telling him what has been going on and what sports they are playing.” The teacher will ask, “WHAT DO I MEAN BY WRITE?” The students will reply “Emails?” The teacher will state, “Back then, we had the snail mail where you have to write a handwritten letter and put a stamp and take it to the postal office. But let’s get back to the story.” Continues the story, “In 1977, this man said it was time to get out of the Air Force because he served his country for a very long time. After he retired, four years later his last son joined the Air Force. In December of 1982, this man lost the love of his life because of cancer.” “WHAT YEAR DID THIS MAN RETIRE FROM THE AIR FORCE?” Students will answer “1977” Teacher will continue with the story, “This man did not stop his life after retiring and losing his wife. He went on to teach electronic and train people at the Sears Catalog. After he lost his wife, he promised to take care of his wife mother. He took his mother-in-law in and had normal life as it could be. All of his children got married and had eleven grandchildren.” Here comes the big reveal, “I am one of those eleven grandchildren, this man is my Papa he is my grandfather.” 

Teacher “Telling you this story will help learn how to gather relevant information.”

The teacher will transition to vocabulary words “Let’s get out our HGSS journal and write down vocabulary and let’s use the story and put an example with it.” The vocabulary words will be on the board. 

Vocabulary words are life story, event, crisis, timeline and key points.  
Teacher “What is a life story?” Students will give responses, look for “Life story is someone story about their life or the story you just told us.” Teacher, “We all have life stories and we have a new page to our story every day.”

Teacher “What is event from the story?” Students “Born in 1931. Married in 1953. Had 3 kids and moved 5 times. Retired in 1977.” 

Teacher “What is a timeline?” Students “Timeline is line of events with dates.” Teacher “We could create a timeline of events from this story.”

Teacher “What is a crisis?” Students “Something bad happened.” Teacher will ask “What would be a crisis in the story?” Students responses, “The lost his wife from cancer.”

Teacher “What is a key point?” Students responses, “Important events or important information.” Teacher “What is a key point in the story” Student responses “Air Force, Family, Moving, etc.” 

Teacher states, “All these vocabulary words help you rather relevant information from a story.”

Activity: “We talked about how events make up a timeline. Well, I have pictures of my grandfather from him being a baby to the last good picture we have of him. The goal is each one of you will get a picture and try to figure out together what order these pictures go in. We will be creating a real life timeline. The first event/picture will start at the door that leads to outside and the last picture will go by door heading out to the hallway.” The teacher will pass out the pictures and the students start figuring out where each picture go. Once, the students think they have it right. The teacher will reveal the correct order of events and might tell a story to some pictures. 

Teacher “Every event is important and carries information that is relevant to the experience.” 

	End
	12 minutes
	The teacher will make final connection to recalling relevant information by asking “How did you know what pieces of the story was important?” 

Remind the students that they all have a lifestyle that is in the works and every day is a new chapter. Every day is new event in their lifestyle. 

Assessment for this lesson is “Today exit ticket is writing two sentences about one of the events from the story I read today. I want you to write the details about the event from the story. What lead up to the event? What happened before or after the event? Once, you are done please turn it in into the HGSS folder.” 
Once students are done with their exit, they may come to the front of the classroom and look at all the photos and letters from my grandfather. 


	Adaptations: What could you adapt to help students with learning disabilities, students with learning exceptionalities, &/or ELL students with this lesson?  (Ex: guided notes, extended time, fewer questions, fewer distractors, alternate setting, etc.)
	Students will a learning disability, learning exceptionalities, and ELL students will have a print out of the story to read along. Along with their print out version, their copies will have items underline that they can easily identify information. 

	Modalities: What modalities did you utilize in this lesson?  How?
	Visual: The story printed out and on the screen. When we get to a stop in the story, a question will pop up. 
Auditory: The students will hear the story being read and the questions are verbally asked. 
Kinesthetic: The human timeline. Having the students get up and walk around to get in the right order. 
Tactile: Hands on – allowing the students to look at the pictures and letters from my grandfather

	Strategies: What instructional strategies did you utilize in this lesson?  (Ex: graphic organizer, cooperative learning, discussion, technology integration, etc.)
	Discussion: The discussion throughout the story and vocabulary. 

Technology integration: The use of PowerPoint for the questions and objective. Also, the story will be on the screen that allow students can read from the board or their desk.
