	Prior Knowledge of the Sun and Moon. Sun is during the day and Moon is during the night. That the moon has different shape every night. We went over the names of the phases yesterday and we will be learning today what they look like. We are going watch this quick about the Moon. I want you to watch and listen to what type of moon phases they bring up. Also, is the moon a light source or something else in space is giving it light? If the moon is not its own light source then what is?

	In the YouTube video, it told us the light source of the moon. WHAT IS THE LIGHT SOURCE OF THE MOON?  

Let’s review our vocabulary for this unit. Waxing Gibbous, Full Moon, Waning Gibbous, Waning Crescent, New Moon, Waxing Crescent, Last Quarter, and First Quarter. 
The teacher will ask the following questions and ask for students’ responses. WHAT IS A FULL MOON? WHAT IS A NEW MOON?
Activity: Teacher will call for students’ eyes. The teacher will instruct the students to not touch what is on the plate and if they can follow direction they will get a snack afterward they complete the exit ticket. 

The teacher will place the plate of Oreos that are carved out in the moon phases. The plate will have labels that the students will use together as a group to label the plate. The teacher will instruct the students that they will work together as a group to identify the phases of the moon. They will place the labels on the outside of the plate. 

The teacher will instruct the students to begin. The teacher will give them 3 to 4 minutes to do this activity.

Once the activity is completed. The teacher directs the students to discuss with their table mates.  “How can you differentiate between phases of the moon?” 
After students discuss the question. The teacher will call for answers from the groups.

	The teacher will direct the students to the Moon Phase worksheet and explain the instructions. 

The students need to label their own worksheet by themselves. Label the appropriate letter to the number on the worksheet. Once you think you have it right, bring it to the front and get your special snack. Make sure you have your proper heading or you will not get your snack. Remind students to have the proper heading on their paper, which is their name.
